The public is invited to “Meet the Congressional Candidates”, a series of  town hall forums featuring candidates running for the 52nd Congressional district seat currently occupied by Rep. Duncan Hunter.

“We believe the public should have the opportunity to hear directly from the Congressional candidates – and to ask questions of those who seek to represent us,” said Leon Thompson, chair of East County United.   “Each forum will focus on a different set of issues, giving the people an in-depth look at where each candidate stands on matters that affect our families, our communities, and our country.”

He added, “So often, voters must rely only on brief TV ads or flyers that focus only on sound bytes or fail to address topics of interest to the average voter, such as affordable healthcare, good jobs, or the high price of waging war in Iraq and potentially, Iran.”

Each forum will feature questions to be answered by a panel of candidates. In addition to the pre-selected topics, each event will include a question and answer session for the public to inquire about any topic of interest.

Forums are free to the public, although a $3 donation is suggested to cover costs.   Free refreshments will also be provided.  

The 52nd Congressional race features a diverse array of  candidates including military veterans, two women, and a newspaper editor/businessman.
